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HEALTH SERVICES

Health Assessment: A program organized to provide an individual with a basic diagnostic medical evaluation of his/her present state of health.  The purpose of such a program is only to identify problems needing more in-depth medical diagnosis and treatment. Program functions are carried out in a room away from the social area or at least sectioned off for privacy. A screening must include a constellation of tests that can be carried out in the setting such as blood pressure, hearing, vision, or glucose; identification of problems; education around the next steps to take; and advocacy or referral to the appropriate level of treatment, if necessary.  All of the functions carried out to address the identified health problem should be counted together as one unit of service.  Typically the screening is performed annually per client.  If a screening is performed more often than once annually, there must be a documented justified need.
No treatment is to be included in this service category.

Unit of Service: One individual documented screening.  Each individual person evaluated by an RN equals one unit.
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
