The Central Ohio Area Agency on Aging’s “16 Over 60 Awards” honor and celebrate the contributions 
and impact of individuals aged 60 and older living in Delaware, Fairfield, Fayette, Franklin, Licking, 
Madison, Pickaway, or Union County. Nominations are open to the public and may be submitted  
by family members, friends, neighbors, or other community members, as well as through  
self-nomination. Awardees will be recognized and celebrated during the State of Aging event  
on May 21, 2026.

Community Leadership:  Honoring those who have consistently taken initiative to improve their local 
community through volunteer work, advocacy, or organizational leadership. 

Health & Wellness Advocacy:  Highlighting individuals who have promoted health, wellness, and 
mental well-being within their communities or inspired others by maintaining an active and healthy 
lifestyle. 

Cultural Preservation:  Celebrating those who preserve and promote cultural heritage, history, and 
traditions, ensuring they are passed on to future generations. 

Artistic Excellence:  Honoring artists, performers, or creators who continue to inspire through their 
art and creativity, enriching the cultural fabric of society. 

Intergenerational Impact:  Recognizing those who have bridged generational gaps by mentoring, 
supporting, or fostering relationships between younger and older generations. 

Humanitarian Efforts:  Celebrating individuals who have made a significant difference through 
charitable work, disaster relief efforts, or advocating for marginalized groups. 

Entrepreneurial Spirit:  Honoring those who have started or managed businesses post-60, inspiring 
others with their resilience and innovation in entrepreneurship. 

Advocacy & Activism:  Recognizing individuals who have championed social justice, human rights, or 
other important causes, contributing to positive societal change. 

Personal Growth & Reinvention:  Celebrating those who have embraced change and pursued new 
passions, careers, or opportunities later in life. 

Role Model in Aging:  Acknowledging individuals who exemplify positive aging, breaking 
stereotypes, and inspiring others with their vitality, wisdom, and achievements.
